     TERMS AND CONDITIONS
IMPORT LICENCE FOR ESSENTIAL FOOD COMMODITIES

The import licence is granted under the terms and conditions stipulated below:
1. The licensee must not engage in profit tearing through unreasonable and unjustifiable pricing;

2. The licensee can sell essential food commodities to any customer for personal use, and to any trader for export out of The Gambia;

3. The licensee can sell essential food commodities to Distributors and Retailers involved in the business of selling these commodities within the domestic market.  
4. The licensee shall submit accurate data on weekly stocks and price level of essential food commodities to the Ministry of Trade, Industry, Regional Integration and Employment (MOTIE) in the format specified;

5. The licensee must not be involved in hoarding and anti-competitive practices;

6. The licensee must comply with the provisions of the Food Safety and Quality Act 2011, Competition Act 2007, Gambia Consumer Protection Act 2014 and the Hoarding (Prohibition) Act 2009   any other relevant Act that may come into force.
7. The licence must be presented to Gambia Revenue Authority (GRA) to clear essential food commodities from the port of entry into the country;

8. The licence is not transferable;
9. The licence is granted for one year valid from the date of issuing of the licence and must be renew before it expires.
10. Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of this licence shall lead to revocation of the licence by Ministry of Trade, Industry, Regional Integration and Employment.
11. All importers of onion are required to buy locally produced onion on a quarter systems (Imports of one container required the importer equivalent of that locally).
